6” plot set in an 

8” pot.   10 green bulbs.  Nice bushy plant. Excellent in the quality of flowers (HCC/AOC), spike habit, 

flower arrangement, and passing these traits onto progeny. $1100 

 



 

curvicaules are from north of the Tropic of Capricorn, so they prefer to be protected from winter rains 

 

 



 

SPECIOSUM_LIST_2025 #4    25 inches high from base of pot to tallest leaf, 2 spikes.

SPECIOSUM_LIST_2025 #41    36 inches high from base of pot to tallest leaf, 4 spikes.  Usually flowers 

open white in color and then turn to cream as they get old.
